Minutes of the AARC December 3, 2011 Meeting 
            President Tom KC0VII called the meeting to order at 7pm in the American Red Cross 
building.

            The November meeting minutes were approved and the November Treasurers report 
increased approximatey  $35 from monies received for sale of donated aluminum cans and 
deposited in the General Fund. 
            Project: Vern KB0ZBU made a motion for the club to purchase 2 weatherproof 12v winches 
rated at least 2000 pound lift capacity, costing about $80 each, to be installed on the club antenna 
tower. One winch will be used to raise the tower from its horizontal on the trailer to vertical (upright) 
position.  The other winch will be raise and lower the towers 20 foot sections.  Motion seconded by 
Glenn KD0GNF; motion approved. 
            Vince KC0PNG made a motion to buy 100 feet of aviation cable to replace the old the old 
winch cable. Seconded by John KB0SPM; motion approved. 
            Glenn is designated project manager to oversee the purchase and installation of the winches 
and cable. Other modification will include welding winch mounting plates to the antenna and adjust 
pulleys to receive new cable.   
            Open Discussion: Equipment insurance coverage for repeaters, club equipment; personal 
insurance during club sponsored functions. John KB0SPM and Mary KB0SVG will contact insurance 
companies and ARRL. 
            Christmas Party / Winter will be held January 7 starting at 5:30 pm in Crane Community 
Chapel; eat at approximately 6:00 pm.  RSVP to Mary KB0SVG by Jan 2. 
            Minnesota QSO party will be February 4; Plans are being made to have two or three 
operating position using callsign W0AZR.
