MOWER COUNTY FAIR AMATEUR RADIO STATION

Fellow club members - Let's not forget the Mower County Fair club radio station
to be activated Aug 11 (Tuesday) and manned through Aug 16 (Sunday). Station
operating hours will be from 12 noon until 8 pm. Mark those dates on your calendar. If
possible, volunteer a couple hours of your time to help operate the station, or be
involved in public relations, answer questions, smile and be friendly, wear the radio
club T-shirt and orange safety vest, and be available to assist the Historical Society as
a building guide/volunteer.

Several volunteers (and a truck) are needed to relocate the antenna trailer from
its storage area to the Fire Equipment Museum site. Ideally, the antenna beam/dipole
and tower should be raised and tested by Wednesday August 5th. The early set-up
time is needed to avoid having our roadway blocked by early arriving vendors.

Although this year we have gained a few more square feet of operating area, we
are still severely limited in shelf space to display/operate our equipment.

The station will definitely have HF/VHF/UHF base stations and amateur radio
television capabilities, dependent upon available equipment. What "toys" would be



fun for YOU to bring to the County Fair? YOU can give a "Show and Tell"
demonstration explaining what you are doing. For example: YOU operate your special
equipment such as Echo Link, PSK-31, RTTY, SSTV, SWL, computer interface
programs, etc., for one or two hours a day, then move aside for the next demonstrator.
The volunteer operator schedule can vary from day to day.
Now is the time to prepare for the Fair. Always remember this: SAFETY FIRST.
